Kansas Chapter – National Student Conclave Scholarship
Overview
The National Student Conclave (NSC) is the only national physical therapy conference, planned for PT and PTA students by students. NSC provides the opportunity to attend educational sessions geared towards students; network with other students, physical therapists, and physical therapist assistants; and elect the Student Assembly Board of Directors. 
Administrative Information

Scholarship: One PT student and one PTA student will each be awarded grant money to attend the National Student Conclave virtually this year. If there are no PT student applications, then 2 PTA students may be awarded the scholarships. If there are no PTA student applications, then 2 PT students may be awarded the scholarships. 

Advertisement of the Scholarship: The application will be posted on the APTA KS website and Facebook page each year, sent to faculty representatives for each local PT/PTA schools, and posted and/or sent by the Student SIG to all student APTA KS members. 

Eligibility:  PT and PTA students are eligible to compete for the Kansas Chapter – National Student Conclave Scholarship if they:

· Are a current member of APTA KS
· Are currently attending a PT or PTA education program

· Agree to write a 1 page summary for Trigger Points of what they learned and their experience at NSC after the event, due within 1 month of the event
Students who have received the award are eligible to re-apply each year, and students in any year (1st, 2nd, or 3rd) may apply.

Selection:  Selection will be based entirely without regard to race, religion, ethnic background, or financial need.  The selection committee will evaluate applicants on the following factors:

· Fulfillment of eligibility requirements

· Applicant’s essay

Selection will be decided by a task force of 3 APTA KS members appointed by the APTA KS Membership Committee Chair. The selection task force will not include students. The selection will be completed prior to the NSC advance/early-bird registration deadline, and the awardee will be notified by email.
